Winemaking
After fermentation, it was aged 
for 22 months in new French 
oak barrels. 
Aged in bottle for more than 
one year.

Tasting notes 
Deeply aromatic, from subtle 
flowers to black fruits notes. 
Intense and expressive palate. 
Great balance, vibrant tannins 
in a lively, stimulating body. A 
deep minerality from the allu-
vial sands and clays. In the end, 
a fresh, clear, timeless elegance.
